We spoke with
some of the women on the Top 100 to find out their
secrets.

Gloria Bohan — Omega Travel

Gloria Bohan, Founded Omega Travel in 1972, in
Fredericksburg, VA. Gloria describes herself as “a Hands-on-
ownert, who handles the day-to-day operations, including
strategic partnerships, e-commerce execution, and the long-
term direction of the organization., relentless, a risk-taker and
stubborn”—qualities that have contributed to her company’s
success. She also attributes her growth to; whenever a cus-
tomer expressed a need, she was ready to fill it. When clients
asked her to provide service to a new location, she did.

“Ms. Bohen says that working with people and building a
successful workforce has been the real satisfaction for her.”
